To approve or deny relief from the Town’s sign ordinance for the use of temporary signage not requiring a 
special event or exposition license. 

BACKGROUND/ALTERNATIVES 

The applicant has requested a temporary banner to be located at 100 E. Snow King Drive, Snow King Ball 
Field during: 

October 15, 2018 – October 27, 2018 

Section 4670.I of the Town’s Land Development Regulations allows Council to approve up to four (4) off-
site banners. The event does not require any Town services; therefore, a special event license is not required. 
Staff recommends approval, as the Town has permitted such signs in the past, as long as all other regulations 
for signage are complied with.
